Competition Report

Beech Hill’s evergreen Philip Shaw was runner up in the Veterans, while South Coast’s Atilla Magyar Junior beat his club mate Florian Lotkowski in the Under 14 competition – this was Atilla’s second successive victory at this level this season, so well done to him.
